10 YEARS OF FREEDOM

taking its first steps as a democratic society.
Ten years later the country is politically and eco-
nomically stable and a country with strong demo-
cratic traditions. Two general elections as well
as local elections, a free press, freedom of
expression and association and equality for all
before the law are only a few examples of South
Africaís development as a democracy.

SOUTH AFRICA 1994-2004
The ending of the first decade of freedom from
apartheid rule recalls the struggle of the South
African people. 2004 is a year in which to cele-
brate, review progres, build a better and more
united South Africa and assess challenges
facing the country, the continent and the world.
2004 is also a year in which formal ceremonies
and spontaneous popular events, both national
and international will take place. These events
will incorporate the programmes of South African
representative offices abroad.
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The South African - German Gender Seminar: Celebrating Achievements and Confronting Challenges to be
held in South Africa in June 2004 forms part of the South African Embassy in Berlinís programme for 2004.

The issue of women is represented at the highest levels in the South African government, under the auspices
of the Presidency and the Deputy President.

The Seminar is an extension of the Gender Programme of the Embassy extending from 2002, when the first
ever Gender Seminar between German and South African Women was held in Berlin, until 2006.

At this seminar participants agreed that the groundbreaking event should be continued since much had been gained from the exchange of
experiences, especially since South Africa and Germany have many of the same issues of unification and freedom in common.  Thus, the
2004 seminar addresses ëCelebrating Achievements and Confronting Challengesí, 2005  ë ë   and 2006  ë ë .
