ENTRY REQUIREMENTS / VISA APPLICATION IN RESPECT OF FOREIGNERS WHO WILL ATTEND BUSINESS MEETINGS IN THE REPUBLIC OF SOUTH AFRICA
In terms of South African immigration legislation, ‘attending business meetings’ is not considered / defined as conducting work. Therefore, if the purpose of a foreigner’s visit is to attend business meetings at a company, organisation or institution in the Republic of South Africa, authorisation to work on a visitor’s visa in terms section 11(2) of the Immigration Act, as amended, is not required.

Passport / travel document holders who are exempt from the South African visa requirement (see http://www.suedafrika.org/downloads/passports_exempt_from_visas.doc) and who will attend business meetings at a company, organisation or institution in the Republic of South Africa for the specific period of exemption (German nationals are exempt for 90 days) do not have to be issued with a visa at a South African foreign mission e.g. Embassy in Berlin. A visitor's visa for the specific period of exemption may be issued to such a foreigner at a South African port of entry e.g. international airport (see http://www.suedafrika.org/downloads/entry_requirements_visa_exemption.doc). In respect of a statement or documentation confirming the purpose and duration of the visit, a signed and dated letter / invitation on the letterhead of the company, organisation or institution in the Republic of South Africa must be provided.
Foreigners who are not passport / travel document holders who are exempt from the South African visa requirement, are subject to visa control and must therefore apply for and be issued with port of entry visas at a foreign mission of the Republic of South Africa, before proceeding to the Republic of South Africa (see http://www.suedafrika.org/downloads/visa_application.doc).
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
