GETTING MARRIED IN SOUTH AFRICA
General information about getting married in the Republic of South Africa is available on the website of the Department of Home Affairs: http://www.home-affairs.gov.za/index.php/civic-services/marriage-certificates. 

Should the prospective marriage partners have any further questions, they should contact their marriage officer in the Republic of South Africa directly. In the case of foreigners, letters of non-impediment may be required for the marriage in the Republic of South Africa – it is known as a ‘Ledigkeitsbescheinigung’ or ‘Ehefähigkeitsbescheinigung’ in Germany – German citizens should ensure that they obtain the international version of this document, which is available in different languages including English. Please note that this document must be certified with an apostille (also known as an ‘Überbeglaubigung’ in Germany) in terms of the 1961 Hague Convention, so that it may be recognised / accepted for the marriage in the Republic of South Africa (enquire about the apostille at the same German office, which issues the ‘Ledigkeitsbescheinigung’ / ‘Ehefähigkeitsbescheinigung’) – such document, which is certified with an apostille, requires no further authentication from the South African Embassy in Berlin or Consulate-General in Munich.
Please note that after a marriage solemnised in South Africa by a marriage officer, both spouses shall normally accompany the marriage officer to the nearest office of the Department of Home Affairs in the Republic of South Africa, in order to be identified and to submit the marriage register / documentation, so that the marriage may be recorded in the National Population Register. At the same time, the married couple may apply for an (unabridged / full) marriage certificate certified with apostille – such document is required to register the marriage in Germany. 
On condition that the marriage has been duly registered on the National Population Register by the Department of Home Affairs in the Republic of South Africa, an application for a (unabridged / full) marriage certificate may be submitted at the South African Embassy in Berlin or Consulate-General in Munich (see http://www.suedafrika.org/en/sa-citizen-services.html).
