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TRANSIT VISA EXEMPTION
Travellers transiting through the following international airports are exempted from / do not have to be in possession transit visas, but will be subjected to biometric capturing directly at the airport:

a) OR Tambo International 
b) Cape Town International 
c) King Shaka (Durban) 
d) Lanseria (Johannesburg)
Please note that the above-mentioned exemption does not apply to the following categories of persons transiting through the Republic of South Africa en route to another country:
1. Deportees. Deportees transiting through the Republic of South Africa must be escorted at all times.
2. Ordinary passport holders of Pakistan. 
3. Ordinary passport holders of Bangladesh.
The above-mentioned categories of persons must be in possession of transit visas (see http://www.suedafrika.org/downloads/transit_visa.doc).
Please also note that foreigners who are utilising land ports of entry to transit through the Republic of South Africa and who are subject to South African visa control must apply for and be issued with port of entry visas (see http://www.suedafrika.org/downloads/visa_application.doc) at a foreign mission of the Republic of South Africa, before proceeding to the Republic of South Africa.
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
