	A letter from the applicant requesting the marriage abroad to be registered on the National Population Register
· The signed and dated letter must be addressed to the Director-General of the Department of Home Affairs and include:

i. The applicant’s full name and identity number.

ii. The date and place of marriage.

iii. The spouse’s full name and date of birth.

iv. The applicant’s contact details (residential address, mobile phone number and email address).

	The applicant’s original South African passport
· A photocopy of the passport page with the applicant’s biometric data / photograph must also be submitted.

	The applicant’s original South African identity document, if available
· A photocopy of the document must also be submitted.
· The original document will be given back to the applicant.

	The applicant’s spouse’s original passport (or identity document)
· A photocopy of the passport page with the applicant’s biometric data / photograph must also be submitted.

	5
	The applicant’s original foreign marriage certificate
· An apostille in terms of the 1961 Hague Convention must be affixed to the document in order to prove authenticity. An apostille is also referred to as an ‘Überbeglaubigung’ in Germany and applicants who got married in Germany may obtain further details from the registry office (Standesamt), where the marriage was solemnised and which issued the marriage certificate (Heiratsurkunde). If the original marriage certificate is not in English, it must be translated into English and certified as a correct translation by a sworn translator (beeidigter Übersetzer) at the expense of the applicant. 
· Alternatively, applicants who got married in Germany may submit an extract from the marriage register (Auszug aus dem Heiratseintrag), which is also referred to as an ‘internationale Heiratsurkunde’; such document must also have an apostille affixed to it. The original extract from the marriage register (Auszug aus dem Heiratseintrag) shall not be given back to the applicant, as it is sent to the Department of Home Affairs in Pretoria – if needed, the applicant may apply for another extract / international marriage certificate at the German registry office (Standesamt) for his or her own records.

	Upon registration of the marriage at the Department of Home Affairs in Pretoria, a South Africa marriage certificate may be issued as proof of registration of the marriage. The informant shall also submit the following additional documentation for an application for a South African marriage certificate:

· The form be must be fully completed in block letters and in black ink, dated and signed by the applicant.
· ‘Reasons why the certificate is required’ shall be, registration of marriage abroad and must be completed in English. A request for the certificate to be certified with an apostille (usually required by German authorities) should be made / completed.
· Identity number’ refers only to South African 13-digit identity numbers; foreigners may complete their passport numbers.

	Proof of payment of the application fee
· Payment of the application fee must be made through an electronic bank transfer (see http://www.suedafrika.org/downloads/Civic_fees.doc).
· A copy of the transfer / deposit slip must be submitted as proof of payment.
· Payment must be made at least five working (5) days before submitting the application.
· Payment of the application fee may not be made in cash at the Embassy in Berlin and Consulate-General in Munich!

	A self-addressed A4-size envelope 
· The envelope must be franked with postage stamps to the value of €4,25 (per Einschreiben) to mail the newly issued document, after it reaches the office of application (Embassy in Berlin or Consulate-General in Munich).

Please note:
- South African citizens who certify their relationship in terms of the German ‘life-partnership law’ (Lebenspartnerschaftsgesetz) will not be able to register such relationship as a marriage in South Africa because it is not legally equated to a marriage in terms of German law. *However, the same-sex marriage of a South African citizen, which was solemnised in Germany after 1 October 2017, may be registered with the Department of Home Affairs i.e. such South African citizen may change his or her marital status to MARRIED on the NPR, by providing a marriage certificate issued by the relevant German authorities (see Point 5 above).
- Female South African citizens whose surnames have changed after marriage may apply for a tourist passport (see http://www.suedafrika.org/downloads/Passport_over_16.doc) and/or an identity document (see http://www.suedafrika.org/downloads/Identity_document.doc), which reflects her new married surname – current legislation stipulates that female married applicants may elect to use their married surname, their maiden surname, a combination of both current married surname and maiden surname i.e. double-barrel surname or any other surname which she bore at any prior time, without having to formally apply for change of surname.
- Male South African citizens whose surnames have changed after marriage must make a formal application for change of surname (see . 
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
